Admission Policies
Advanced Placement (AP) and International Baccalaureate (IB)
AP: Applicants who completed AP examinations with a minimum grade of 4 may be eligible to receive university credit to a maximum of 2.0 credits, subject to the discretion of the Admissions Committee. Official transcripts are required.
IB: We will determine admission and scholarships using the conversions that the applicant’s high school submits to the OUAC. We may grant transfer credit for Higher Level courses with grades of 5 or higher, to a maximum of 2.0 credits. Official transcripts are required.
Deferral
Students can defer their offer for 1 year. They must accept their offer by June 1, 2026, and fulfill the conditions of their offer.

Repeated Courses

Special Consideration

Residence Information
Deposit Fee
