Automatic Entrance Scholarships
NEW! International fee-paying students admitted to full-time, first-year degree studies starting September 2026 will receive $10,000 for their first-year studies. No application is required: https://uwaterloo.ca/future-students/financing/international-scholarships
Students with an admission average of 85% or higher are eligible for scholarships ranging from $1,000 to $2,000. We calculate this average using the top six 4U/M or equivalent courses, including each of the required courses for the program(s) of admission.
