We continue to accept DALF and DELF scores as an alternative to the French placement test for applicants of our Education – French as a Second Language program.

Admission and Transition Information
Fall Offers of Admission
Offers are based on 6 U/M courses, including prerequisites.  
We make offers of admission on a rolling basis from December to May:
· December-January: Six 3U/M and/or any midterm or final 4U/M grades. 
· February-March: Six final 4U/M courses and/or 3U/M courses. 
· April-May: Six 4U/M courses (midterm and final grades).
· We confirm final admission conditions when we receive July academic results.
Alternative Offers of Admission
If a student is not admitted to the program they have applied to, but is admissible to another program, we provide an alternative offer.

Grade 11 Grades
We use Grade 11 grades for early consideration for many programs.  
All offers based on Grade 11 grades are conditional on Grade 12 final grades, including prerequisites and completion of the OSSD. 
Supplemental Application
Most programs consider grades only, except for the dual degree program jointly offered with emlyon business school (France) and our Education programs, English and French as a second language, which require a supplementary application.
Ranking on OUAC Application
· Program choice ranking does not factor in admission decisions. 
· We encourage students to rank their choices honestly. 

Tuition Deposit
$300 deposit due on the 15th of the following month after enrolling in courses.
$2,000 non-refundable deposit due for international tuition-paying students prior to enrollment and to receive a Provincial Attestation Letter.  
The deposit is part of the tuition cost and not an additional fee.

English Proficiency Requirements
Knowledge of both English and French is not an admission requirement for most of our programs, provided you are proficient in one of them.


Admission Policies
Advanced Placement (AP) and International Baccalaureate (IB)
AP: Students with completed AP courses with grades of 4 or 5 may receive up to 30 transfer credits.
IB: Students who complete IB Higher Level courses with a grade of 5 or higher may receive up to 30 transfer credits, depending on the program.
Deferral
Deferral (for admission and entrance scholarships) is possible for up to 1 year. We grant a deferral only once.

Repeated Courses
We will accept the highest grade.
Special Consideration

Summer/Night School, Virtual/e-Learning, Private School and Correspondence Courses
We accept all Ministry-inspected and -approved courses.
Prior to registering for courses at a private school, students should ensure they are approved by the Ministry of Education.

Scholarship and Financial Aid Information
Bursaries
York bursaries are worth up to $2,000 and help cover costs such as books and supplies. 
Students must complete the Scholarships, Awards and Bursaries Application through MyFile: www.yorku.ca/myfile.
Automatic Entrance Scholarships
Renewable Automatic Entrance Scholarship amounts are based on final admission average and range in value from $1,000 to $3,500 per year. 
Automatic Entrance Scholarships are now renewable at all tiers to recipients who maintain the minimum required grade point average (GPA).  
If a student’s GPA drops below the renewability threshold, they can now regain their Automatic Entrance Scholarship for the following academic year, once they bring their GPA back up to the minimum required. 
A student’s total award value over 4 years will vary between $4,000 and $14,000.  
All students entering with a final admission average of 80% or higher will be eligible to receive a $1,500 Travel Abroad Award (packaged with the Automatic Entrance Scholarship) if they participate in a formal exchange. 
Additional Scholarships
The Tentanda Via Award is valued at up to $40,000 (over 4 years’ renewability) and will be awarded to 45 domestic students. This award recognizes students who have demonstrated resilience in overcoming personal barriers in the pursuit of a university education, or who are leaders who have demonstrated a commitment to making a difference.  
Other prestigious York University scholarships include the Governors’ Awards of Distinction ($32,000) and the Avie Bennett Award ($30,000). 
Glendon-specific scholarships range from $1,000 to $3,000 for students from Ontario: www.glendon.yorku.ca/futurestudents/
fees-and-funding/scholarships-and-bursaries.
Bursaries of $3,000 are available for Anglophone and Franco-Ontarian students.
Scholarship Deadline
Students do not need an offer of admission to apply for scholarships, awards or bursaries.
Most scholarships have an application deadline of 
February 15 or April 1, 2026, for document submission.
Most Glendon scholarships are submitted through the MyFile application, which closes on April 1, 2026: www.glendon.yorku.ca/scholarships.

Guaranteed Residence
We guarantee on-campus residence to first-year students admitted directly from an Ontario high school who accept their offer of admission to the fall term by May 1, 2026, and meet the housing application deadline of June 2, 2026. www.glendon.yorku.ca/residence
4-year residence is guaranteed for international tuition-paying students.
